Native American cultureé..by John Cuneo, alias

Background note-Each month we are including in the 
newsletter that months set of dates from the Medicine 
Wheel which is part of Native American astrology. Accord-
ing to the Medicine Wheel, the moon or month in which 
you were born determines your place on the Medicine 
Wheel and your totem in the mineral, plant and animal 
kingdoms. This, for those who believe, determines oneôs 
personality traits.  

 

At any rate I find it fascinating lore as I hope other readers 
of the newsletter do. 

 

This month we honor those born in the period of the Budding Trees Moon. They have the fire opal as 
their mineral totem, the dandelion as their plant totem and the Red Tail Hawk as their animal totem. 
Their color is yellow, and their birth dates fall between March 21 and April 19.  

 

Like quartz, opal is composed of silicon dioxide, but has water added to it. Opal comes in practically 
all tints and has a glassy to waxy luster. Fire opal with small evenly distributed flashes of light are 
known as pin fire opals, and those with a regular squarish formation are known as harlequins. 

 

The opal has been used since very early times and is considered to be the symbol of hope. Because of 
the fire in the stone, which can resemble the sunrise, sunset or moon rise, opal was connected with 
the powers of the sun, moon and of fire. 

 

Like their mineral totem Red Hawk people can be found in places of warmth and sun. They also like 
to be active in situations which can utilize their mental, physical and emotional energy. They are 
open people, willing to listen to new ideas and philosophies. 

 

Red Hawk people ,like the opal, can sparkle with small pin fires of energy or like harlequins with 
regular fire that makes them glow constantly.  

 

They are often the symbol of hope for new ideas. They are the catalysts for making an idea into a real-
ity. The fire in Red Hawk people comes from their emotions.  

 

Being of the Budding Trees Moon, the first moon of spring gives Red Hawk people a further boost in 
energy levels. This is the moon that governs one of the most rapid times of growth for all of earthôs 
children. This gives Red Hawk people their ability to go quickly form one project to another.  
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Dandelion is the plant totem of Red Hawk people. Dandelion is a shiny green rosette of tooth edged 
leaves. The flower stem bears a single yellow flower which becomes a ball of white that disperses 
seeds and goes off with the wind. While the root is the medicinal part, the whole herb is very useful. 

 

The root can be dried and used as a coffee substitute; the greens can be cooked or used in a salad. 
Dandelion greens contain almost seven times the amount of vitamin A as carrots or lettuce. Native 
healers use the root as a tonic that would help open and cleanse all of the eliminative organs of the 
body. 

 

Like the Dandelions, Red Hawk people have the tendency to pop up all over the place, since they are 
usually flying from one project to another. Red Hawk people are sincere, and often right in what they 
see. Those who can listen to what they have to say find that the things they learn give them the op-
portunity to open up their own minds and emotions. Red Hawk people can tend to fly into things too 
quickly with out taking time to be cautious, this can get them into trouble.  

 

The Red Tailed Hawk is their animal totem. It has a broad wing span up to four and one half feet and 
a broad, fan shaped tail. The adult is the only hawk with a red tail. Red Tail Hawks seem to have a 
fondness for rattlesnake meat. Luckily they have scaled, not feathered legs, which protect them 
against snake bites. They are not, immune to snake venom however, and when they capture a rattle-
snake, they immediately tear off the head to protect themselves.  

They usually nest in tall trees or on the face of a cliff. Both parents help in raising of the young. 

 

Some refer to them as red eagles and consider that they have a special connection with the sky and 
sun. Because they fly so high and can see the earth so clearly, their feathers are often used to ceremo-
nially carry prayers tot the sun and beyond to the Great Spirit.  

 

Like the Red Tailed Hawk, people of this totem have the capacity to spread their wings to great width. 
They, like the hawk are hunters, although they hunt out new things to do, new project to begin and 
new philosophies to explore. 

 

Red Hawk people tend to be fearless, often going after the ñrattlesnakesò of the world with little re-
gard for their own safety. They have no patience with people they see as hypocritical or unjust when 
angry, their comments like talons, can really sting. The sky is the realm of the Red Hawk people. 
They are able to see clearly how things should be. This is their strength: to be able to get things begun 
in a good way, or established things back on their proper path. 

 

Yellow is the color of Red Hawk people. The yellow of the spring sun and the dandelion flower. It 
helps them to be more receptive and maintain their usual friendliness, good health and wellbeing. 

 

As children, these folks have an even higher level of energy than adults of this totem and it can be a 
real job to keep up with them. 
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Red Hawk people go into parenthood as enthusiastically as they do anything else. 

 

Being naturally friendly and sincere, Red Hawk people can get along with anyone. 

 

Again, I thank Sun Bear and Wabun, authors of ñThe Medicine Wheel Earth Astrologyò a fireside 
book among others published by Simon and Schuster. It is through their research that Native Ameri-
can culture is documented for us to enjoy studying. 

 

Next month we can look into the personalities of those born between April 20 and May 20.
