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òMule Campóé....by John Cuneo, alias Johnny Longknife 
A few years back a good friend of Scarlet Angel invited us to Mule Camp, a SASS event quite 
like our End of Trail. Mule Camp is the SASS South Eastern Regional Championship Shoot 
held in Covington, Georgia. Covington is a quaint little southern town about 30 miles south 
of Atlanta.  

 

So, Scarlet, her husband Wicked Wayze, Sierra Rose and myself decided to make a vacation 
of it and enjoy the hospitality of the deep south. Our first adventure was trying to get to our 
motel. All roads were blocked by police. One trooper finally told us that there had been a fire 
at a warehouse that stored chlorine pellets used in swimming pools. The fire department 
soaked the place with water which activated all that chlorine and there was a cloud of chlo-
rine gas in the area and everyone was evacuated. Our first night was spent at a mom & pop 
motel about 20 miles away up wind from the ñyellow cloudò, a number of evacuees were 
there also. Our first taste of Southern hospitality was the fact that these motels up the road 
were willing to take everyone in that had left the contaminated area at minimal charge!  

 

The next day the cloud had dissipated, and we were allowed back in the area to our sched-
uled motel. We met Scarletôs friend and all got into our1800ôs costumes. At that time I did 
not have the proper 1800ôs trousers, so my wife had made me a nice black sash to wear un-
der my saber belt. Now this belt had a large brass US buckle. Scarletôs friend spotted that 
right off. I was informed that they still fought the Civil War here and I would be best advised 
to turn that buckle upside down so it read SN (Southern Nations) and in the south the Civil 
War was referred to as the ñWar of Northern Aggression.ò 

 

We enjoyed the shoot with all its vendors, costumes and festivities, and the shooting stages 
were all first class. Now at one point a very well dressed gentleman in a Confederate Gen-
eralôs uniform approached me and politely said, ñyou know a yellow sash is Cavalry, a red 
sash is Artillery, a green sash is Medical Corps, but sir, I donôt recall what your black sash 
represents. So in the spirit of the 1800ôs I replied ñSir it is not a military sash, it is a neck 
scarf off a Yankee Carpet Bagger that didnôt need a scarf anymore.ò He must have been im-
pressed because he insisted on buying me a hot dog and Sarsaparilla. 

 

Our next adventure was Saturday night back at the motel. Sunday being a ñdryò day in Geor-
gia, Wicked Wayze and I decided to go to the liquor store and get a little refreshment. The 
store was right next to the park. In the park we first spotted this tall cross covered with little 
white light strings. Around it were dozens of people all in white robes with pointed hoods all 
caring flashlights. This was a gathering of the Ku Klux Klan. We watched them for awhile 
then on to the store. The clerk was African American and seemed unconcerned about the 
KKK meeting next door. I asked him what was going on and I didnôt know the KKK was 
openly active. He said that these days they were like a fraternity mostly of business people. 
He continued saying that ñeven some of us black folks belong.ò He said that he would be 
there, but tonight he had to mind the store and for the most part they were no longer racist. 
But if someone, especially a rapist or child molester slips through the fingers of the law and 
is obviously guilty, the Klan can administer ñvigilante justice.ò How times have changed.

Our next stop was the highly recommended tour of Atlanta. This was fascinating as there is 
so much Civil War history in the area. At the end of the tour, this was conducted by a soft 
spoken, polite, middle aged lady. I thanked her for the tour but I remarked, there were a lot 
of wooden buildings of historical interest on the tour but I thought that most structures were 
burned in 1864 by federal troops on ñShermanôs March to the Seaò. This little soft spoken 
lady in her 1800ôs finest bristled and said ñThese are replicas, that G** D** Sherman burned 
every thing in sight. We historians hope he burns in hell even today.ò 

 

Next stop Atlanta History Center north of Atlanta downtown. The history center has the larg-
est collection of Civil War artifacts in the country. There is even a southern plantation with 
original slave quarters on the property. The main attraction is the Atlanta History Museum 
with 30, 000 square feet of exhibits, artifacts and many original letters and documents all 
under glass. This was a shocker for me among these original documents were receipts from 
slave purchases. According to those documents an unskilled, healthy male sold in 1861 for 
$2,000.00 or $6,000.00 for skilled labor or a trained house servant. I remarked to a gentle-
man standing beside me that in todayôs money that would amount to a horse that had won 
the Triple Crown or a custom Rolls Royce. He said ñYes, and the stories you hear about 
slaves being abused, who would abuse a Triple Crown winner or a Rolls Royce?ò He then 
asked if I had visited the plantation behind the museum. I had, and he said ñdid you notice 
the original slave quarters?ò I said yes I had and some were cabins with dirt floors and racks 
in the wall boards stuffed with rags. He said ñsure beats their huts in Africa, and no snakes or 
lions to watch out for!ò I think he was a true Southerner. I later found out he was the curator 
of the museum! He then directed me to a huge display of letters and documents concerning 
slavery. 

 

Now no one condones slavery in this day and age of any kind not even in the south and the 
Emancipation Proclamations freeing the slaves was a good thing, but that display of original 
documents suggests it was not for humanitarian reasons, but a military maneuver. According 
to these papers, the abolitions were a small lobby group in Washington, mostly unnoticed 
until it was realized by the Federal Government that since the destruction of railroads in the 
south and the blockade of southern ports crippled the Confederate war effort that if the 
south lost its labor force, the Confederacy might just fall. The plan was to entice slaves to run 
away to the north and be free. The few that did were picked up by the abolitionists and 
taught what to say and were put up to making speeches about the cruelty. This abolitionist 
lobby became very powerful, since they were government funded and staffed. The salves who 
went north were free, yes but free to become homeless and bums on the street. They were 
then recruited into the Union army under the guise of humanatarism. The powerful aboli-
tionist movement persuaded Lincoln to sign the Emancipation Proclamation freeing the 
slaves in the southern states on January 1, 1863 and cripple the confederate war effort it did.  
There were letters, notes documents, records of payments from the Federal Government to 
the abolitionists, private letters between government and federal army officials and politi-
cians to substantiate all of this; all originals under glass. 
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On the way out I mentioned to the curator that all my history books in school did not show 
slavery in that respect. He smiled and sat that ñHistory is always written by the winners!ò 

 

Our last stop was on Memorial Day at Stone Mountain Park. Stone Mountain is a solid gran-
ite dome rising up out of flat ground. It is 1 1/2 miles long by ¾ miles wide and almost one 
mile high. There is a tram that takes you to the top where there is a museum there is an adult 
type theme park on the grounds with craft shops and restaurants and gardens. This is about 
30 minutes drive north of Atlanta. On the north side of Stone Mountain is a huge carving of 
Confederate heroes Robert E. Lee, ñStonewallò Jackson and Jefferson Davis. Up the hill is a 
huge amp theater. It has a capacity of 30,000 people. On this Memorial Day it was packed 
and over flowing for the Memorial Day program. It was spectacular with music and speeches 
honoring all those of every nationality who served in Americaôs wars. The final tribute, of 
course, was to all the Confederate Soldiers who fought in the ñWar of Northern Aggression.ò 
They projected a giant Confederate flag on the side of Stone Mountain in brilliant colors and 
they played a recording of Elvis singing Dixie. All 30,000 people, many who where African 
American, jumped to their feet and sang along. They said it could be heard in downtown At-
lanta 10 miles away. I think that was stretching things a lot, but one thing is sure; the south 
is very proud and hospitable. Except at the airport security, but I donôt think they are south-
erners; they are TSA or Homeland Security, a breed apart from the rest of us. It did not spoil 
or vacation as our costumes and weapons were sent home by freight.

Scarlet Angel has quite a history. I asked Debbie how she chose her alias and wove her history.  

 

My Chosen Alias (The story behind and how I picked it) by Scarlet Angel

then she was southern lady with some of the most exquisite outfits along with the ladies from ñThe 
North and the South.ò Which I can be at times; but letôs look at one of the definitions of the word 
Scarlet for a moment -sinful or immoraléoh my!éwell what could be better for a saloon girl? Much 
like Scarlett OôHara I can be sweet and proper but not always such an angel, a little devil mixed in 
once in awhile .  Hmmmm Scarlet Angel, perfect. I could have fun with such a name, dressing from 
a proper lady of the 1800ôs to a soiled dove. 

 

Well this is a fantasy where we portray the 1800ôs, so what is the history of Scarlet Angel? This took 
me awhile and it wasnôt until I started writing online stories with a group of folks that it really 
started to develop. But indeed there is a history:  

 

Angelina Scarlet Longknife was born March 16, 1849 on a ranch outside of El Paso, Texas.

Angelinaôs husband was shot by outlaws in May of 1868. Swearing 
they would die by her hand she became a bounty hunter, following the 
outlaws until they fled the country. Being a bounty hunter she 
brought in whatever outlaws had a price on their head.  Itôs was al-
ways easier to bring them in dead, as they didnôt put up much of a 
fuss while taking them to collect the reward. She also learned how to 
use her charms in order to get information on the outlaws she was 
tracking. Somewhere in Mexico they started calling her the Scarlet 
Angel. A pretty woman that shed the blood of the banditos.  

  

While trailing the outlaws Scarlet rescued one of their captives. The two women became good 
friends. On New Years Eve 1870 Scarlet loaned her friend money to cover a bet and the two found 
themselves owners of a very profitable Saloon. Scarlet is a silent partner for the most part but can 
be seen there occasionally, sometimes even dancing on the bar (she enjoys a bit of sin now and 
then ya know).  
 
After two years of bounty hunting Scarlet became a Deputy Marshal to keep herself out of jail 
while walking a fine line between legal justice and cold revenge. This continues to be an adven-
ture.  

 

Scarlet remarried a horse soldier in 1874. She can often be seen wearing a yellow ribbon in her 
hair to show her support for the soldiers, especially the one who carries her heart with him wher-
ever he goes. 

 

We have a new season startin. Itôs time to update-add a new adventure to or create a new bio!! 
Sometimes it takes awhile to dream one up-never fear Sierra Rose will keep ñnaggingò you until you 
break down and create one! 

Donôt forget your trust steed; we need to know about him or her. We donôt 
care how far fetched or truthful, it is  after all this is all for fun and fun for 
all!! Plus your announcer needs some new tales to tell.
