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Pistol Modifications...by John Cuneo alias Johnny Longknife 
Continued from March Issue.  

The last modification I will touch upon is the ñAction Job.ò When firearms are assembled at the fac-
tory, you have people with boxes of parts in front of them and they try different parts until they get an 
assembly that works and meets factory specifications for tolerances. Most of the time they do a pretty 
good job and I wonôt bad mouth them. However, in performing a custom action job, the firearm is 
completely stripped. All parts are polished, burrs removed, alignment checked and corrected if 
needed, timing of cylinder checked and set up so each chamber lines up perfectly with the forcing 
cone. Sometimes the face of the cylinder is not perfectly square. It is then faced off. Other, but not all, 
things included in a good action job are squaring of the forcing cone and creating a 6 to 12 degree gap 
between the forcing cone and cylinder. This is essential, as most guns come from the factory with a 
much smaller gap making it easier for black powder fouling to build up and lock up your smoke pole 
at the wrong time. 

 

One other item is increasing the angle of the inside of the forcing cone to 11 degrees. Some say this 
gives the burning black powder particles somewhat of a choke effect. This is debatable however. For 
the Cowboy Action Shooters who use live ammo, it centers the bullet in the barrel better than the 
shallow angle from the factory. Thus improved accuracy is sometimes dramatic. 

 

All, or most of this being done, the firearm is reassembled and checked out. 

Now you are well on your way to being the ñfastest gun alive.ò 

 

For the stages involving a lever action rifle, there are short stroke kits available after market. This in-
volves replacing the carrier with a light weight one usually aluminum, and the action parts with parts 
modified so the stroke of the loading lever is much shorter, thus faster. One can also wrap the front of 
the lever with leather, which makes it easier on the knuckles. 

 

If a double barrel shotgun is used in a stage calling for a shotgun, they can be modified by loosening 
the locking bolt and honing the chambers so when the lever is pushed, they will drop open and the 
spent shells will fall out.  

 

I have not touched on every trick in the book to speed up your hog legs and someone out there has 
tricks of their own which are safe and effective. If some one has some input they feel could benefit 
any aspect of our game, write an article and send it to our editor. It will be most welcome. 

 

In closing, one will note I have not mentioned people who are capable of modifying your favorite 
mounted shooting guns. There are a number of folks who are very good at it and charge reasonable 
rates also. Who they are and where they are located is also a topic for the campfire. Everyone has 
their favorite gunsmith. There is bound to be one near you. Who knows, maybe you are sitting right 
next to one at the camp fire!

He quickly returned my call and has graciously granted permission to reprint the fol-
lowing article. It is scary, knowing our present administration. So grab the reins, take a deep seat and 
read on. This pony is going to rodeo! 

From the NRA   SOF  Endorsements for NRA Board 

Happy Holidays: Now dispose of all of your ammunition! Every last round! From now on, 
you will be able to buy only overpriced ammunition that will be registered to you in a gov-
ernment database. 

Not yet-at least for now. A small company, Ammunition Accountability -which wants to 
help anti -gunners price and regulate the Second Amendment out of existence, profit at the 
expense of our rights, or both-has found radical anti -gun legislators in 18 states willing to 
introduce bills pushing such nonsense. 

But few anti -gun proposals are so overtly aimed at destroying the Right to Keep and Bear 
Arms. As we began noting on www.nraila.org in January, so called ñencoded ammunitionò 
or ñserialized ammunitionò bills would require ammunition manufacturers to engrave a 
serial number on the base of the bullet and inside of the cartridge casing of each round of 
ammunition for popular sporting caliber center -fire rifles, all center -fire pistols, all .22 
rimfire rifles and pistol, and all 12 gauge shotguns. In all but one of the bills, people would 
be required to forfeit all personally owned non -òencodedò ammunition. After a certain 
date, it would be illegal to possess non-òencodedò ammunition. Reloading would be ren-
dered illegal.  

People would be required to separately register every box of ñencoded ammunitionò and 
the registration would be supplied to the police. Each box of ammunition would have a 
unique serial number, thus a separate registration. Gun owners would have to maintain 
records if thy sell ammunition to anyone, including family members or friends. The cost of 
ammunitions would soar, for police and private citizens alike. The Sporting Arms and Am-
munition Manufacturing Institute estimates it would take three weeks to produce ammuni-
tion currently produced in a single day. A tax of five cents a round would be imposed on 
private citizens, not only upon initial sale, but every time the ammunition changes hands 
thereafter.         Continued on next page 
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And to what benefit in terms of fighting crime? Criminals already steal guns and would cer-
tainly steal ammunition. Burglaries would be encouraged. Criminals could also use shotguns, 
which fire pellets too small to encode, and which use shell casings made of plastic, which would 
be difficult to engrave. Criminals could also collect ammunition cases from shooting ranges, 
and reload them with molten lead bullets made without serial numbers.  

Congress eliminated a handgun ammunition sale recordation requirement in 1983, because 
there was no law enforcement benefit. Be on the lookout in your states I the next legislative ses-
sion for anti -gun zealots who refuse to learn from history, plus continue their crusade against 
our Second Amendment rights.   

Once again, it is time to elect 26 of  the NRAôs Board of Directors. SOF is endorsing, of course, 
long time lobbyist and Second Amendment activist for the board, Steve Schreiner. He is now on 
the board and really deserves to be elected. We know of no other director that is anymore com-
mitted to working for and defending the Second Amendment. And we all are going to have a 
lot of ñworkingò and ñdefendingò in the next four years to keep the Obama machine from gob-
bling up our gun rights. There are many qualified individuals running for the board. However, 
we feel we especially need to re-elect Manuel Fernandez, David Keen, Owen Mills, Edie Flee-
man, Wayne Anthony Ross, Don Saba, Ronald Schmeits and Robert Viden. Please encourage 
your relatives and friend who are NRA voting members to get off their collective duff and vote!

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 How I became interested in Cowboy Mounted Shooting éé

 The magnificent Old Buckaroo asked me to write a short article for the 
CRR newsletter.  So here goesé.. I have owned, shown and ridden 
horses all my life.

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Our Introduction to Cowboy Mounted Shooting   By Quick Draw Cowboy and Calaveras Kate 
One thing that seems to be a ñgivenò when it comes to Cowboy Mounted Shooting is that people come 
into the sport in a variety of ways.  Hereôs a brief recap of how Kate and I found our way into this great 
group of people. 

 

While Iôve always been an ñoutdoorsò kind of person, I had no experience with horses until I met Kate 
several years ago.  When I started hanging around and going to the barn with Kate and her daughter Ma-
rissa, I was intrigued by the horses.  Their personalities, strength and athletic abilities were an amazing 
new discovery for me.  After watching a lot and scooping plenty of poop, I decided that Iôd rather be rid-
ing so I started taking lessons.  As you all know, it doesnôt take long to decide that youôd rather be riding 
your OWN horse instead of a dead broke lesson horse. 

 

I was very lucky to find my first horse, Roper Brown, when he 
came to our barn to recover from an injury and go up for sale.  
Roperôs personality turned out to be a perfect match for me 
and heôs been a true gem to learn on and to learn with.  Like 
any good horse, he is willing to learn and he puts up with all of 
my mistakes without getting the least bit grumpy.  

 

So after gaining some level of competence in riding, I got the 
competitive ñitchò and was looking for some way to get out and 
have some fun.  Iôd been to enough Western Pleasure shows to 
know that wasnôt the route to go and my horse was never going to 
be a Reiner, so I kept looking.  When I ran across Cowboy 
Mounted Shooting it seemed like the perfect match!  I would get to dress up like a cowboy, ride fast and 
play with gunsé what could be better?  Kate and I saw a CRR demonstration at Cal Expo in 2007 and I 
came away thinking ñthis is something we can do togetherò!  I was very excited. 

 

Now, says Kate, I could not imagine ever riding a horse that fast and had no idea what to do with a gun 
but, being the supportive wife that I am, encouraged Robôs enthusiasm.  After all, he deserved SOME 
payback after attending multitudes of my daughterôs western pleasure shows!  I learned how to fill bal-
loons and get them ready for the riders and asked tons of questions of the riders at each shoot. 

 

After attending a practice in Stockton (just to watch) and getting more interested, I finally dove into the 
sport and riding ñtime onlyò in the late summer of 2007.  I quickly learned how humbling the sport can 
be as my trusty steed wanted NOTHING to do with me shooting off of his back!  He went sideways, 
backwards, nearly upside downé any direction except straight ahead.  We got earplugs which he refused 
to keep in his ears.  We tried dry firing.  We kept at it with very mixed results.  Yes, I got frustrated at 
times, even grumpyé but everyone at the matches was nothing but supportive, offering advice, giving 
encouragement, and just being so darn NICE.  It was hard to stay frustrated in the face of such support.  
That is really what sticks with me when I think about mounted shootingé new riders are made to feel 
welcome and supported even from the top levels of competitors, you see riders giving high fives to others 
in their own level, shouting encouragement and egging each other on in friendly competition.  Iôm not 
sure that Iôve ever seen that sort of good natured, friendly camaraderie in a competitive sport setting.   
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In the meantime, I am trying to understand the draw (and I am competitive buté), figure out how you 
are supposed to coordinate the guns, the pattern, the speed, your horse and the fact that Robôs ñperfectò 
horse is struggling with the process isnôt exactly giving me a tremendous amount of confidence in this 
sport we have already invested a lot of money in!  I am telling Rob ï if this gets more frustrating than 
fun, you have to quit! And, if this starts to ñruinò Roper, you will have to find a different horse for this 
sport! (So much for the supportive wife - I imagine you are saying now!) 

 

So the ñbreakthroughò with Roper finally came over the off season when we were able to attend several 
practices.  There are plenty of opinions on how to get your horse conditioned to the sport, and I think 
for us it was the running a number of patterns pretty close together in the practice setting.  If I could 
read his mind, I think he finally just said ñAlright alreadyé youôre going to keep making this noise so I 
guess Iôd better go along.ò 

 

Kate and I attended a number of events in 2008 and I think we had more fun at each one than the time 
before.  Roper and I were holding our own in the Menôs 1 class (finally won my first event at Ceres in 
August!) and Kate and Whiz were having fun hanging out and chatting.  We found that by committing 
ourselves to the whole weekend, pulling in on Friday night and staying ñon siteò, we became much more 
connected to everyone during the social time when the daily riding was done.  Camping in our pretty 
ñbare bonesò horse trailer though had its limitations.  After a fun (but chilly) weekend in La Honda, 
Kate said to me, ñI think we should look at some living quarters trailersò and we moved ñupò to our used 
Cherokee LQ trailer. 

 

La Honda was the first ñbaby stepò for me.  After riding my supposedly ñspook proofò horse in the arena 
during warm -ups for the first time ever, I heard my name announced (much to my surprise) in the 
ñorder of go.ò  I decided to go along with the plan, added a western shirt and chinks to my jeans and 
rode Whiz through each pattern, without guns, when it was our turn.  For the first time, I could under-
stand the appeal.  It was a fun challenge to encourage your horse, even without the gunfire, to follow 
the pattern, deal with floating balloons, and then ñopen it upò for the run down.   

 

What has really made this conceivable, even possible for 
me is the encouragement, bravery!, and friendly support 
of everyone around us.  While I have not yet successfully 
shot a course off of my horse (for those of you who did-
nôt see the first ñattemptò ï Whiz didnôt LOVE it), I am 
committed to moving forward ï in the same baby steps 
that work for me.  Who knows if we will ever actually 
RUN (not walk) the patterns because I still canôt figure 
out that level of coordination.  But, in the meantime, I 
am having a great time with a wonderful group of peo-
ple and ñearning my keepò as the party-planner.  Rob 
and I look forward to a long -term involvement with the 
California Range Riders!
