The sun was blazing, the heat almost unbearable. Some riders had opted to stay at home and not 
compete or practice. No one could blame them. However, 12 stalwart souls traveled to the Calav-
eras County Fair in Angel's Camp, Ca., to shoot in the Frogtown Massacre. The fair draws 10s of 
thousands of people, some from as far away as the Bay Area. These riders were competing in a 
special 3 stage match for CMSA points. Some lived in Angel's Camp or the vicinity, others in the 
valley, some from Sacramento, and some driving their truck and trailer from the Bay Area. The 
shoot was to go from 2:00 'til 4:00. The crowd was already large when the riders began to arrive, 
between 10:00 & 11:00. The sun continued to scorch as the temperature gained and passed the 
100 mark. The riders were concerned about the heat yet when it came their turn to run, the 
adrenaline would start pumping and run they did!  
Roger Olsen, a M3 shooter who has not shot in about a year, lives in Angel's Camp and came to 
compete. Juanita Brown, SL2 shooter who aso has not competed in a while, lives in Angel's Camp 
too and came out to compete. It was good to see these competitors in the arena again! 
When the dust had settled, the sun still burning, Jerry Bestpitch had won the overall title. Tim 
Foster won the first stage as Jerry B. had missed a target. Jerry regrouped and never missed an-
other target and won by 15 seconds. Foster finished 2nd with Rich Elias 3rd. Tiffany Blackwell 
won the Ladies Overall and finished 6th overall. Judy Stewart was the only rider to shoot a clean 
match. 
The crowd gathered around the riders afterwards to ask questions and touch the horses. The rid-
ers heard many of the crowd say they enjoyed the show and wanted them back next year.

What is a good Knife? Pt 2...by John Cuneo alias Johnny Longknife 

There are several popular steels used by most of the 
top commercial and custom knife makers. Regard-
less of their secret process and mystery they are as 
follows from simplest to most exotic. L6 (circular 
saw blades) A2-F2-M2-D2-440C(most popular high 
carbon stainless) and 154cm a very complicated high 
carbon stainless steel. It performs as a high carbon 
tool steel but with the additional factor of stain and 
corrosion resistance. It is used by a few custom knife 
makers only, as it is very costly and the hardening 
and heat treatment takes rather specialized equip-
ment. 

Hardening and tempering the knife blade is a whole industry unto itself and varies with the 
complexity of the steel. For the edge holding ability and ease of sharpening the experts agree 
that the blade should register between 55-59 on the Rockwell C scale of hardness. 

This is just the tip of the iceberg however, as there is a lot more in the making of a good 
knife. Durable and beautiful handle materials, bolster and guard materials not to mention 
workmanship on the part of the manufacturer. A good deal of the information in this article I 
must give credit to a custom knife maker by the name of David Boye and the very talented 
and skilled craftsmen at the Randall facility in Orlando, FL and Lynn Thompson, owner of 
Cold Steel in Ventura, CA. 

Really, when buying a good knife one need only to be aware of the type of steel, the Rockwell 
hardness, and the reputation of the manufacturer. If the literature or the salesperson doesnôt 
have this information an email or phone call to the manufacture will usually get a quick and 
informative response if they are proud of their product.  

In closing, I am going to pass along a                  
story about an attempt to make the per-
fect knife. 

A dear friend of mine and myself worked 
together at a large construction com-
pany back in the 80ôs (1980ôs that is). 
My friend had trouble sleeping, so at 
night he would do gourmet cooking and 
leather work. He was very patient and 
was a skilled craftsman. He could turn 
out some very nice knives fashioned 
from old circular saw blades (L-6) steel. 
One day while on a job site at one of the 
food processing companies the plant 
manager told us they had a large S 
shaped blade from one of the food proc-

ers as a large butcher & skinning knife. It was made by vari-

ous companies including Sheffeld of England, was favored as a 

fighting knife since it is  light, fast & strong. Favored today by 

Butchers in packaging houses due to itôs ability to make long 

effortless deep cuts when butchering large carcasses. It is also 

known as a  Scimitar due to itôs likeness to the traditional Arab 

saber. 10ò blade, Cherry wood handle, Rockwell 57-59 temper, 

Swedish 01 tool steel,. Brass tack design by Johnny Longknife. 
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essors that had a slight bend in it from hitting a hard object. They usually sent the blades back to 
the manufacturer once a year to be refurbished. The manufacturer didnôt want the bent one so    
the plant manager gave it to us. After work we decided on making a large Bowie knife and drew 
the outline on the big blade. Our first attempt to cut it out totally destroyed the blade on the 
shopôs band saw. Next we tried the abrasive chop saw used to cut steel and concrete pipe. The 
blade on the chop saw gradually disappeared, and not a mark on our food processor blade. In 
desperation we tried the unthinkable -cut it out with the acetylene torch. The blade didnôt even 
turn red. We destroyed a wheel on the grinder next, not even a mark. At last we put a diamond 
blade from our concrete cutting saw on the chop saw. After several hours over many days after 
work, we got the blank cut out. My friend took the blank home. Many months later, after reams 
of carbide sanding cloth and diamond files and many patient nights on the part of my friend, the 
blade was finished! We celebrated. Now we made a guard out of a big brass gate valve in the 
companies scrap pile. A bleached and dried dog bone from Pet Smart made a beautiful ivory like 
handle. The heavy butt cap came from a broken silicon bronze wrench (The non sparking tools 
used in the oil fields).  

The leather sheath was fashioned as only he could do it with stitching and two colors. It was then 
stamped with the confederate flag (He was a good olô boy form Georgia) 

This knife upon completion would shave the hair on your arm. My friend used it as a camp knife 
for about four years. It skinned three deer and field dressed them that I know of. He whittled 
with it and chopped kindling too, broke my heart to watch him split open a deer carcass with it. 
You donôt chop bones with a good knife. 

In the late 90ôs my friend passed away from a first and last heart attack. It was very unexpected 
and we were all shocked since, except for the insomnia, he was healthy and energetic.  His fine 
leather work included a set of holsters for my daughterôs .45 long colts she uses in mounted 
shooting. Some time later in the spring I got a call from my friends widow. She wanted my 
daughter (Scarlet Angel) and me to come over to the house. There, 
she presented me with the big Bowie we had made years before. She 
also presented Scarlet with a beautiful big Bowie he had made from 
a saw blade and had engraved it with words ñRazor Backò. She said 
she wanted us to have them in his memory. Words could not express 
our emotions at that moment. She is gone now also, but Scarlet An-
gel and I wear the Bowies at many of the Mounted shooting and 
C.A.S. functions. The Bowie my friend and I made has never been 
sharpened since it was made and it still shaves the full length of the 
blade. To this day I do not know what the blade is made out of.
