It seems others (French and Spanish) were not too successful in colonizing North America.
The early British settlers along the Atlantic coast came with their families in groups. They
were for the most part dissidents from the British Isles. They were not interested in planting
flags or creating British outposts. They were people with ethics and life styles not accepted at
home. They only had the vast expanses of land. They were from the British lower middle
class. They were mechanics, farmers, merchants, all trades necessary for survival. They were
also rebels against the established religious and social views.

The English emigrants at first erected only a few small cities. They were of one mind in put-

ting down roots, shaped the earth to their use, gaining control over themselves and their en-
vironment. What had been small settlements along the Atlantic expanded at such a rate that
the cultural fate of the continent was divided by the middle of the eighteenth century.

The coming of the English was tragic for the Native Americans. They (the English) came to
create communities of their transplanted society. They had no use foe the Native Americans
and their ways. Because they brought their families they never needed to natives. The Eng-
lish believed in the subordination and exploitation of weaker peoples. The natives, however,
were not to be subjects of labor. The labor problem was solved by the use of bound servants
and slaves from Africa.

The colonists saw America only in terms of land. The natives use of land seemed useless and
wasteful. It was said that nAna thousand
acreage that supported only a few Indians
was little conflict but the natives were bewildered by the changing conditions since their

world was unchanging and based upon static conditions.

The Anglo Americans never grasped the diversity of the native cultures. They understood
them only in the technical or physical sense and compared them with the European barbari-
ans of the second Christian century.

learn a new language and pick up new technologies. They would have to abandon their whole
concepidmoih theemswo r.| d 'and "manos r O | EEEE.

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The Europeans were intent on mastering the physical world by never ending labor. Thus
the Native American could not go very far
Europeans became intolerant of what they considered primitive and ignorant.

Conflict was unpreventable when world views collided. The immediate cause of conflict
was the different forms of land use. The Native Americans lived in harmony with the na-
tive wilderness. The Europeans practiced deforestation and advanced their cause by re-
making nature by building, plowing, and planting. When the land gave out they would de-
forest more land and continue. No thought was given to crop rotation or fertilizing. The
Native Americans were appalled by the destruction of their cultural existence.

The Englishmen would have accepted the Native Americans had they been able or willing
to become Englishmen, but when the Englishmen began to change the landscape and op-
press the Indians it was the Indians who fell upon the pilgrims.

This can be summed up by a speech given by Chief MoolWar-Ruh as reported by the em-
issary Noah Smithwick in 1837. It is as follows:

AWe have set our |l odges in these groves
time immemorial. When the game beats away from us we pull down our lodges and move
away, laving no trace to frighten it, and in a while it comes back. But the white man comes
and cuts down the trees, building houses and fences, and the buffaloes get frightened and
leave and never come back and the Indians are left to starve, or if we follow the game, we
trespass on the hunting grounds of other

So much for another book report, but | thought | would share it with youall since | found it
very interesting and we seldom see an account of the beginning of the conflict as well writ-
ten as this.
