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A Look into History, William Clarke Quantrill...by Johnny Longknife aka

History has always portrayed Quantrill as a wicked murderer of civil-
ians, women and children during the Civil War years. Of course we all
know that history is written by the winners.

_' While visiting the Confederate War Museum in Atlanta, a few years
- back there were many original letters and documents on display which
¢ gave one on an insight to the confederate side of the Civil War. Through

references there, | was able find very interesting and often surprising
events not found in our fApolitica

One such character was William Clarke Quantrill. It turns out that he
was not always a blood thirsty killer, but circumstances virtually shaped
his life and career, many of theses circumstances were due to the
atrocities of the union soldiers.

From the accounts of Anot so politically =cqdg
light. I think our readers will find it interesting as | did. So | will try to keep it to the point
and relay how his life was shaped by the war years.

Quantrill was the oldest of eight children. He was born at Canal Dover, Ohio on July 31,
1837. Little is know of Quantrilldés I|ife
mother in a family loyal to the union. After years as a teacher, in Mendota, lllinois he trav-
eled to Utah Territory with the Federal Army (Union Army) as a teamster. In 1858 he left the
army to try his hand at professional gambling. In 1859 he moved to Lawrence, Kansas and
again taught school.

The Missouri-Kansas border area was fertile ground for guerrilla warfare for over six years
since Kansas was opened up as a territory it had been the stage for an endless series of raids,
pitched battles, massacres and atrocities of all kinds, all a part of the conflict between the

free state (no slavery) and proslavery forces that settled there. By June of 1861 there was
open warfare between the Union forces and the Confederacy.

When the Civil War began in 1861 Quantrill joined the Missouri State Guard. His dislike of
army discipline and being an avid Confederate sympathizer, led him to form an independent
guerrilla band. Thus company began as no more than a dozen men who staged raids into
Kansas, harassed Union soldiers, raided praunion towns, robbed mail coaches and at times
jayhawkers (undisciplined Union militia from Kansas who raided into Missouri). The Union
commanders declared Quantrill to be an outlaw, even though he did secure a Confederate
commission as a captain. When the Union Army ordered all captured guerrillas to be shot
(this does not appear in our politically correct history books) Quantrill ceased taking prison-
ers and started doing the same. (This killing of prisoners by Quantrill does appear in history
books. Remember history is written by the winners!) Under his direction, Confederate parti-
sans also perfected military tactics such as coordinated and synchronized attacks planned
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dispersal after an attack using preplanned routes and relays of horses and other technical
methods including the use of long barreled revolvers.

Quantrill s most notable operation was a gV e n
During the weeks prior to the raid Union General Thomas Ewing Jr. had ordered the im-

prisonment of anyone giving aid to Quantrill's Raiders as they were now called. Several fe-

male relatives of the guerrillas were imprisoned in a make shift jail in Kansas City, Mis-

souri. On

August 14 the building collapsed, killing four women and injuring others. Among the dead

was Josephine Anderson, sister of one of QuNlant
ters, Mary, was permanently crippled in the collapse. The collapse was believed to be delib-

erate, and this event fanned Quantrill's men into a fury.

Early on the morning of August 21, Quantrill attacked Lawrence at the head of 450 fighters,
Quantrill s men killed 183 men and boys folfid e
Anderson dragged many from their homes and executed them in front of their families.

When Quantrill s men rode out at 9:00a. m. 0sSt
Quantrill and his men rode south to Texas, where they passed the winter with Confederate

forces.

While in Texas, Quantrill and his 400 men quarreled. His once large band broke up into
several smaller units. Still bitter over the fate of his sisters

Bill Anderson now know as fAiBloody Bill o a
scalps of slain unionists to the saddles and bridles of their horses.

Kentucky, May 10, 1865, leading only a few dozen men, Quantrill rode into a Union ambush
and received a gunshot wound to his chest. He died from it on June 6, 1865 at the age of 27.

When | was in Atlanta during a Memorial Day remembrance celebration Quantrill was one

of the celebrated heroes of the Confederacy along with Bill Anderson and may others, with a
