C.R.R. Trail Blazer 
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The Sacred Pipeé..by John Cuneo alias Johnny Longknife 
Continued from last monthéé. 

The best account of how the sacred pipe became such an important tool to Native Ameri-
cans comes from the Lakota Sioux Sage, Black Elk.  

 

The following is the story of the gift of the Sacred Pipe to the people. This story was told to 
Joesph Epes Brown, a noted historian, who was dedicated to preserving native American 
culture. Black Elk did not speak English, so this story was translated by his son Benjamin 
Black Elk, who understood and spoke both English and Lakota (the Sioux language) very 
well. 

Black Elk began his story with a comparison. He stated that those who are Christian believe 
that God sent to men his son who would restore peace and order upon the earth. Jesus, the 
Christ, was crucified, but would come again at the last judgment,  the end of the world or 
cycle. Black Elk, a student of Christianity stated that his is true but white men should  know 
that for the red people too it was the will of Waken-Tanka (the Great Spirit) that an animal 
will turn itself into a two legged person in order to bring the holy pipe to his people. They 
were taught that this White Buffalo Cow Woman who brought the sacred pipe will appear 
again at the end of this world to take the  

Sacred Pipe back. This coming, the red man knows is not far off. To this day when a white, 
female buffalo calf is born, many Native  
Americans come from everywhere to bring it gifts and pray that it will spare mankind a 
while longer.  

The Legend is as follows: 

Early one morning very many winters ago, two Lakota men were out hunting. As they were 
standing on a hill looking for game they saw something in the distance coming toward them 
in a very strange and wonderful manner. When it came nearer, they  saw it was a very beau-
tiful woman dressed in white buckskin and bearing a bundle. This woman was so beautiful 
that one of the men had bad intentions and told his friend of his desire. The good man said 
he must not have such thoughts as this surely was a waken (sacred) woman. The woman put 
down her bundle and asked the man with bad intentions to come over to her. As the young 
man approached they were both covered by a great cloud. When it lifted the woman was 
standing alone and at her feet was the man with bad intentions, who was now nothing but 
bones and terrible snakes were eating him. 

ñBehold what you seeò the strange woman said to the good man. I am coming to your peo-
ple and wish to talk with your chief. Return to your chief and tell him to prepare a large tipi 
and gather all his people. 

 

This was done, and soon the beautiful woman entered the lodge. She stood in front of the 
chief ñBehold and love this Sacred Pipe, no impure man shall ever be allowed to see it. With 
this pipe you will send your4 voicesô to the Great  

Spirit.ò Holding the pipe with its stern to the heavens she said ñWith his sacred pipe you 
shall walk upon the earth. The bowl of the pipe is of red stone, it is the Earth. Carved in the 
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stone is a buffalo calf who represents all four legged creatures. The stem is of wood and 
represents all that grows upon the Earth. The feathers which hang from the stem represent 
all the winged beings of the air. All these things of the universe are joined to you who smoke 
the pipe. All send their voiceôs to the Great Spirit.  

 

The sacred woman turned to leave the lodge but turned and said ñBehold this pipe! Always 
remember how sacred it is. *Remember in me there are four ages. I am leaving now but I 
shall look back upon your people and at the end I shall return. 

*According to the Sioux mythology, it is believed that in the beginning a buffalo was 
placed at the west in order to hold back the waters. Every year this buffalo loses one hair, 
and every age he loses on leg. When all his hair and all four legs are gone, then the waters 
rush in once again and the cycle comes to an end. 

Moving around the lodge the woman left, but after walking a short distance she turned and 
sat down. When she stood, she had become a young red and brown buffalo calf. The calf 
walked a little further, lay down and rolled, when it stood she was a white buffalo. The white 
buffalo walked further, stopped and after bowing to each of the four quarters of the uni-
verse, disappeared over the hill. 

Black Elk then filled the pipe, lit it and offered smoke to the Great Spirit.  

 

My sources of information include a book ñThe Sacred Pipeò by Joseph Epes brown and 
ñPipes of the Plainsò by Robert A. Murray, both gentlemen being very dedicated to the pres-
ervation of the Native American culture.

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Tough choicesé..by Snowy River 
  
Years ago when I was a boy growing up in Idaho, I headed out for a morning of pheasant hunting with my 
trusty 12 gauge single shot.  Living on 80 acres and being adjacent to several properties of the same or lar-
ger size gave me pretty good odds at filling my limit.  With neighboring dairy farms, corn fields and or-
chards there was plenty about our area to attract nice plump wildly colored roosters.  There was really no 
concern about time or having to scale a fence or two to follow the sounds of pheasants in the clear country 
air.   We didnôt have a lot of money in those days and the birds were an important supplement to our 
monthly grocery bill. At the same time, we didnôt get a couple of boxes of shells nor the semi-automatic 
shotguns, so we had to concentrate on position and aim to fill the bag before the limited supply of shells 
stuck in the vest ran out.  On this day, I filled the back of the vest and was happily headed home. 
  
I was strolling across my neighbors extensive grass pasture that borders the irrigation canal, which itself 
cut right through the middle of our property.   I was perhaps 200-300 feet from our property line, strolling 
along with my gun over my shoulder, humming a little tune when all of a sudden I got this funny feeling 
that I was being watched.  You know that feeling right?   There you are, minding your own business, happy 
as a clam on what you had just accomplished without a care in the world when all of the sudden, the hair 
on the back of your neck stands straight up.  I came to an abrupt stop and looked around.  At first I didnôt 
see it and almost started towards our property line, albeit now with a little more haste and that hair still 
standing up on the back of my neck. Just as I was about to take my first step, a movement at the corner of 
my left eye, near where our two properties met at the fence line caught my full attention.  I froze and 
couldnôt believe what I saw and now I knew why the hair on my neck had been standing up.  The 
neighbors huge dairy bull was what had been watching me and as I stood motionless, he nervously pawed 
the fluffy ground in a fairly large cloud of dust.  
  
I patted the front of my vest for the shells left over and stopped on the only row that encountered an ob-
ject.  As my fingers scanned quickly across the row, I swore silently as I discovered just one remaining 
shell.  I quickly pulled it from the vest and slid it into the breach as quietly as possible.   The bull watched 
and continued to paw up a dust storm, first with the right, then the left as I tried to slide slowly towards 
our fence line to my right.   I started again with a couple dozen tense steps towards the fence line, but I was 
still at least a couple hundred feet away and the bull was about half that distance in front of me.  I thought 
I was a fast kid, but I had no illusions about beating the bull to the fence and being that it was barbwire, a 
quick exit over or through it was going to leave a mark. 
  
I had taken a dozen or more steps towards the fence, deeply concentrating on the disturbed animal in 
front of me when all of a sudden I hear the crystal clear, unmistakable sound of a Western Diamondback 
rattle to my immediate right.   The hair that was standing up on end, was now poking holes in the collar of 
my shirt and even felt like was shooting through the top of my hat.   Now completely frozen, I quickly 
scanned the vest again, including all pockets.  No luck, drats, just one shot.  Do I shoot the snake and risk 
the bull or spend more time trying to go around the snake, further annoying the bull and saving the final 
shot for him?  These were tough choices for a young teenager to make.  So what was my decision? 
  
Thatôs easy, I shot the snake. 
Why?  Because I knew I could shoot the bull when I told you all this 
here story.
