Many extremely ornate pipe bowls are seen in museums. Many kinds of stone were used fore mak-
ing pipe bowls. The most popular were those soft enough to be carved yet not easily damaged by
heat. Steatite, calamite, shale, and limestone were the common materials. Pipe stems were usually
straight and made of wood, Ash or Sumac were commonly selected for their soft, pithy core which
could be easily removed. The smoking materials were usually tobacco mixed with additives such as
inner bark of the white or red willow, bearberry leaves, and other plants and leaves. Each mixture
had a specific purpose and was used for a specific ceremony.

The plains tribes did not smoke for pleasure and smoking was usually not an individual indulgence,
but was shared with other men and the spiritual powers of the universe. The simplest ceremony was
the smoking of a pipe by a group of older men gathered to discuss some problem. The men would
enter the lodge and be seated in a circle around the central fire. The host, seated opposite the door,
filled and lit the pipe, offering smokes to the principal powers of the universe in a prescribed and
ritualistic manner. He then smoked a puff or two and passed the pipe to the man on his left. This
man took a puff or two and passed the pipe to the man on his left and so on until the pipe reached
the man by the door. After he smoked the pipe, it was handed back around the circle with no one
smoking until it reached the man on the other side of the door, it was never passed across the door.
When the pipe went out, the ashes were disposed of according to tribal ritual. The simple offering of
smoke to the spirits was usually elaborate and dramatic. On occasion, each movement of the man
lighting the pipe and making the smoke offering was charged with complex symbolism.

The Shaman had his own very special ceremonies and tobacco mixtures as nearly every important
religious observance called for the use of the pipe with special care and elaborate ceremony. A man
who went out alone to fast and pray to seek a vision, carried a pipe so that he could smoke with the
spirit helpers. This was done by a young man seeking a vision or by an adult at a time of trial or need
or by an old man seeking spiritual assistance in his declining years. Thus, the pipe was woven into
the life of the Native American from adolescence thru old age. A favorite pipe was often among the
items left with a man at his death.
